In Personal, Social and Emotional Development & 

RE we will: 

• Learn the names of the teachers and other 
children in Nursery. 

• Learn how to take turns and share the Nursery 
toys. 

• Practise using the resources independently and 
learn how to put them away neatly. 

• Understand that we are special and have 
different interests to other people.  

• Become independent in toileting and washing 
and drying our hands. 
 

 

 

 

 

In English & Phonics we will: 
 

• Join in with repeated refrains in rhymes and 
stories, focusing on stories about families and 
favourite nursery rhymes. 

• Use vocabulary focused on objects and people 
which are important to us. 

• Listen to stories with increasing attention and 
recall.  

• Give meaning to the marks we draw and paint. 
• Begin to distinguish between everyday sounds, 

including being able to name and describe 
them.  

 

In English we will: 
 

Begin phase 2 phonics which introduces the 
single letter sounds 

Match initial letters with objects 

Show awareness of rhyme and alliteration 

Recognise rhyme in spoken words 

Work on recognising and writing our names 

Listen to and discuss stories and characters 

(If you wish to help your child with phonics at home, 
we ask that you learn the letter sounds rather than 
the names) 
 

In Expressive Arts and Design we will:  
 

• Explore making marks in different mediums 
using a variety of tools, both in the inside and 
outside environment. 

• Learn how to use the different tools on offer in 
the creative area and how to use them for a 
specific purpose. 

• Engage in imaginative role play based on own 
first-hand experiences in the home corner. 

• Paint self-portraits, observing our features in a 
mirror and selecting the most appropriate 
colour to represent them, such as eyes and hair. 

 

In Maths we will: 
 

• Recognise primary and secondary colours.  
• Be able to match and sort objects according to 

colour and other characteristics. 
• Say one number for each item in order. 
• Compare quantities using language ‘more than’, 

‘fewer than’ or ‘the same’. 
• Show finger numbers up to 5, when singing 

nursery rhymes. 
• Know that the last number reached when 

counting a small set of objects, tells you how 
many there are in total. 

 
 

In Understanding of the World we will: 

• Recognise and describe special times and events 
in our own life and the lives of people who are 
special to us. 

• Understand what makes us unique and talk 
about similarities and differences between 
ourselves and others.  

• Use our senses in hands-on exploration of 
natural materials. 

• Begin to recognise and observe seasonal 
changes.  

                                

Physical Development we will: 
 

• Practise putting on and fastening coats. 
• Practise putting wellies and shoes on the 

correct feet.  

• Learn how to hold a pencil / pen using a tripod 
grip. 

• Learn how to hold and use scissors safely. 
 

In Music we will: 
 

• Learn how to independently use the music area to 
choose favourite songs and instruments. 

• Sing and preform actions to traditional nursery 
rhymes such as ‘Twinkle twinkle little star’, ‘1, 2, 3, 
4, 5 once I caught a fish alive’ and ‘Jack & Jill’.
